I.  EI Report

1. Outreach 

*Lewis County Fair Baby Changing Area –July- well utilized

*Fit n’ Fun Fair with Eat Well Play Hard- August- well attended, participant surveys are being collated and will be available on the Lewis County Public Health website www.lewiscountypublichealth.com
*Outreach packets being shared with area physicians.  The hope is to increase this outreach to community agencies and school districts in the future. 

2. Provider Meeting Follow Up.

*Provider satisfaction surveys were distributed to parents of children on EI and CPSE services.  LC Head Start also shared this survey with their center staff.

*Mandated Reporter for Child Abuse/Maltreatment Training was helpful and will be offered annually.  Therapists were encouraged to be up front with the families they work with about the issues and concerns and to be a help and support to the family to addresses their needs and issues.

    -Social Services has provided a Caseworker list that will be shared with providers to help facilitate communication.

*New Early Intervention Computer Program (NYEIS). There will be upcoming training on this new statewide system of Early Intervention reporting.  There are several pilot counties currently testing the system.

· LCEI hopes to use some of the Federal stimulus money to purchase computers for staff and for an “NYEIS Provider Access Station” at the EI office.

3. IPRO & Quality Assurance

*Several EI Providers were audited by IPRO for NYS Early Intervention. The focus this review was on confidentiality, health and safety and aversive treatments (i.e. providers handling of children’s negative behaviors).  No major issues surfaced. There were some minor procedural issues that need some 
work.

*The EI Agency was also audited in the past. Work is being done on policies in regard to compliance with NYS Early Intervention State Performance Plan.


EI Mgr performs quarterly Q&A for compliance with regulations, and reports to the Public Health Quality Assurance Committee and the Public Health Professional Advisory Board.

*EI Mgr shared information with the group on some of the NYSEI Performance Plan regulations regarding timeframes for evaluations, provision of services, etc. 

*EI conducting Q&A on core developmental evaluations for NYSDOH compliance.
